A. English linguistics should be viewed as a theoretical science aimed at uncovering the universal properties of human
language. This field is not driven by social influence or practical applications, but rather by its potential to provide
empirical data for testing hypotheses about grammar, cognition, and language acquisition. Its significance lies in its
contribution to general linguistic theory and in deepening our understanding of the human mind.

B. English linguistics should be rooted in social practice and real-world language usage. Instead of emphasizing abstract
theory, research should focus on how English is actually used, learned, and experienced by a diverse array of speakers in
specific contexts. Key issues such as education, inequality, globalization, and communication must be at the forefront of
inquiry. Linguistic research that overlooks these realities risks becoming socially irrelevant.
